. Levels of functioning extremely varied with
Inadequate choices of placements.

. Age-appropriate T which philosophy?
. Anxiety of the students, behavior issues.

. Not enough time to communicate with the
special ed teacher and the IEP team.

. No training and no additional money or time
for adaptative tools/materials. No time.

. Paraprofessionals whose skills, awareness
and/or motivation are lacking.
